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Scope of the document

This document is a consolidated result of the harmonization of terminologies participative workshop.
The National Cluster conducted it in April, and May 2022. Cluster members were gathered to work and
agree on Shelter/CCCM terms and definitions to have clarity and use harmonized terms to avoid
confusion and reduce ambiguity. This process is part of standardization and harmonization activities.
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Category 1: Settlement Typologies
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Settlement type
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Planned settlement
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It is a settlement for displaced people established by the de facto authorities and/or an
accountable humanitarian actor, where the site layout is planned to meet the minimum
SPHERE standards. Normally it has a dedicated management system, where infrastructure,
facilities, and services are available and monitored.
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Unplanned settlement
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Internally displaced people spontaneously and collectively self-settling in a location
without a legal claim as a prior arrangement with the relevant actors such as the owner,
local de facto authorities, and/or the host population, creating a new settlement. This is
often without proper site planning, and basic services are initially not planned.
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Collective Centre
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Pre-existing building (school, religious building, warehouse, public building, and others)
that was not built to accommodate people, but it is used by multiple households as
shelter.
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Hosted arrangement
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Shelters are provided by the host community for displaced people or individual families in
a village or town.
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Boarding schools
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A school structure is used as accommodation and provision of meals to IDP children from
remote settlements and, in some cases, for non-IDP children during term time. The
objective is to reduce risks regarding long-distance paths every day. It is usually under a
teacher's supervision, can involve costs for the parents, and is most common in
Northeastern Myanmar.

Emergency and temporary types
of shelters consist of short-term
(up to 1,5 years) solutions with
materials that are intended to be
removed once the next stage of
shelter solution is offered or
when the crisis is over and IDPs
can return to their
homes. Usually, these are
constructed with limited costs.
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Emergency tent: It is a prefab tent with short life span materials, usually provided by a
humanitarian organization to the displaced population during the emergency response.
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Varied sizes, for instance UNHCR family tent is
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Makeshift shelter (MSS): It is a structure built with a mix of materials such as timber,
timberland, bamboo, nipa palm, CGI, tarpaulin, rope, and wire, usually without internal
partitions. It could have a kitchen.

Transitional type of shelter (from
1,5 years to 5 years) that are
made with materials and
techniques that are designed to
transition into more permanent
structures. The shelter should be
upgradeable, reusable, resaleable
or moveable from temporary
sites to permanent locations.
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*Longhouse shelter (LHS): It is built with timber or metal frame, depending upon market
availability, concrete footing, roofing of CGl or thatches of nipa palm, bamboo or plywood wall,
and timber or plywood floor, usually with an internal partition.

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Permanent house-shelter (PHS): This type of shelter is more common in northern Rakhine
State (nRS), also some areas in Kachin/nSS where usually the de facto authorities is promoting
and supporting a relocation of a household or a group of households. It is built with concrete,
timber, brick, CGl, steel component, nail, plywood, concrete footing with internal partition
and a kitchen.

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To access the settlement, a prior official authorization from State Administrative
De facto authorities controlled area | Council (SAC) is necessary such as a Ietter
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To access the settlement is necessary Informal prior authorization from local
Non-de facto authorities controlled area | authorities such as phone call, email
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A settlement with multiple armed actors (de facto authorities or non- de facto
authorities) operating/contesting to have control. Therefore, to access it is necessary
to have informal prior authorization such as phone calls, and email. This may challenge
humanitarian actors with whom to Iiaise
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
